Have you found yourself wondering why many peo-
ple are standing during the Eucharistic Prayer? For
some time now our bulletins have said things such as
“stand or kneel” in order to encourage people to ex-
periment.

Standing may seem like a new-fangled practice, but
actually it is by far the older way. In fact, standing was
the only way Christians participated in the Eucharist
for the first 1,000 years of the Church’s life.
Kneeling is essentially a private act. It suggests
penitence, even unworthiness. The Eucharist,
though, is intended to be a communal event
